• Charitable organisations based in and around York and North Yorkshire 

• Environmental and wildlife 

• Medical Research: Dementia, Heart etc. 

• Hospitals and hospices: Cancer, children, etc. 

• Shareholder interests including education and training, local and family business 
initiatives, healthcare, the arts, sport.  

 
The Group does not make donations to political parties. Nor does it make donations to 
charities that are directly linked to the obtaining of business or a business advantage.  
 
Process 
 
An annual budget for charitable donations is set each year as part of the SBG company 
budget approved by the Group Board.  The actual budget takes account of past levels of 
expenditure, the likely level of expenditure in the budget year and the Group’s ability to 
make funds available for such purposes.  
 
Requests for charitable donations are collected by post, email and via a website form on 
www.portakabin.com and are considered at regular Community Support Fund Committee 
meetings attended by the Portakabin CEO, Head of Corporate Communications and 
Group Shareholder Relations Manager.
